Based on a logical, sixlevel progression that helps swimmers about 6+ years old and
adults develop their water safety, survival and swimming skills. It is designed to give
participants a positive learning experience.

LEVEL 1: INTRODUCTION TO WATER SKILLS Helps participants feel comfortable in the water.

LEVEL 2: FUNDAMENTAL AQUATIC SKILLS Gives participants success with fundamental skills.
